LESSON PAYMENTS AND CANCELLATIONS

  Our time is very valuable.  Here¹s a set of simple, fair and easy to follow rules that have evolved over the course of my many years of teaching. They are intended to help facilitate our main objective: to be involved in the learning process.

Lessons are available in four ways: 

1. The occasional one time lesson. Cost $100   Length 2 hours 

 This type of lesson is done by special arrangement. It is usually for professional or semi-professional guitarists or out of town students that wish to have an intensive session as time permits.  A longer session can also be arranged.

 Taping, video or audio is permitted and highly recommended.

2. The weekly lesson.  Cost $35   Length 1hour

 This is by far the most common and economical arrangement. The student pays for four lessons at a time and has a weekly spot on my schedule. Payment for the next four lessons is due at the time of the fourth (last) lesson of each series. 

 The first lesson can act as a trial lesson and the student may pay simply for that single lesson. This provides the student a chance to determine whether or not I¹m really the teacher of his/her dreams. 

 Audiotaping is encouraged and I usually have a cassette recorder available for your use, you only need to bring a tape.

3. The weekly lesson. Cost $25   Length 1/2hour

  All the same details apply as above, except for the price and length. These lessons are for those who can¹t afford the 1-hour option. These are not always available on my schedule.

4.  The Waiting List. You may have your name put on my waiting list when we can¹t find you a mutually convenient time slot for a weekly lesson. Names are added to the list in the order received but then divided into day and time preferences. When your requested time opens up it will be offered to the first name on the list for that day and time. Also from time to time I may call you and offer you a chance to take a single lesson when I get cancellations. You would only pay for that particular lesson. The times may vary, but at least this is a way for us to get started while we¹re waiting for your regular time slot to open up. 

CANCELLATIONS

 A student who cancels a lesson with 24 hour notice will not be charged for the cancelled lesson. 

  Except in the case of sudden illness, tornadoes, floods or nuclear attack, a student who cancels a lesson without 24 hours notice will be charged for that lesson, unless we can find a mutually convenient time to reschedule. Please be advised however, that it is often very difficult for me... I have about 40 students and may play several nights a week! The phone # for cancellations is: 702-876-1926  No EMAILS PLEASE.

 Any student that misses two consecutive lessons without contacting me is considered a non-student. I would rather make room on my schedule for some eager beaver who¹s waiting to get started. A reasonable attempt will be made to reschedule prepaid lessons if I¹m contacted, but continued absence without contact forfeits any lesson money previously paid.

  Please be advised that being a professional musician, I may, from time to time, need to accept a gig (musical engagement) that conflicts with my teaching schedule. Usually my gigs are in the evening but sometimes there will be a conflict. If possible, I will try to reschedule your lesson and let you know at least a day ahead.
